Utility:

QryUpdBlockRangePS (obsolete with Group Block Range Utility)

This query is an update query that will be used to change (in bulk) block ranges with a specified precinct split to a newly specified precinct split.  When this query is run it will prompt you to input the NEW precinct split first.  After the new precinct split is entered you will be prompted to input the old precinct split.  (Caution:  When using this utility it will not check to verify if the new precinct split that is specified is valid or not.  It will blindly put in whatever is specified.  Please make sure the code you are using is consistent with Active, Valid precinct splits.)

Select Information:

01qryVIAddLine2NoStreetInfo (3)

This query selects voters who are not currently cancelled where there is data (could be invalid characters or spaces) in Address Line 2 but doesn’t have information in the Street Name field for the residential address.

Associated Report: Voters With No Street Address
02qryVIAddLine2orStreetNameNoCSZ (3 duplicated)

This query selects voters who are not currently cancelled where there is data in the Street Name field or Address Line 2 but doesn’t contain City, State, or Zip information. 

Associated Report: Voters With No City, State, or Zip
03qryVINoValidResAdd (3)

This query selects voters who are not currently cancelled and don’t contain data in the Street Name or Address Line 2 fields. 

Associated Report: Voters With No Residential Address
04qryVIResAddwithNoHouseNumber (3)

This query selects voters who are not currently cancelled and have information in the Street Name field but do not have an associated house number.

Associated Report: Voters With Street Name But No House Number
05qryVINullHouseNumNullStreetNmwithAdd2 (3)

This query selects voters who are not currently cancelled and do not have a house number and do not have information in Street Name but do have information in the Address Line 2 field.

Associated Report: Voters With No House # And No Street Name
06qryVIHouseNumNullStreetNmwithAdd2 (3)

This query selects voters who are not currently cancelled and do have a house number and do not have any information in the Street Name and do have information in Address Line 2.

Associated Report: Voters With A House Number But No Street Name

07qryVINoPrecinctSplitwithAddInfo (1)

This query selects voters who are not currently cancelled and do not have a Precinct Split defined.  Residential address information is displayed.

Associated Report: Voters With No Precinct Split
08qryVINoBlockRangewithAddInfo (1 report 09))

This query selects voters who are not currently cancelled and do not have a Block Range ID.  Residential address information is displayed. (not sorted)

09qryVINoBlockRangewithAddInfoSorted (1)

This query does the same as above but will be sorted by city, then street name then house number.  This will allow voters to be grouped with have similar address information.

Associated Report: Voters Not Attached To A Block Range
10qryVIPSDistrictComparisonwithResAdd (2)

This query selects voters who are not currently cancelled and do have a Precinct Split whose districts (assigned to that split) do not match the first nine districts that appear on the voters’ records.  This query contains more information than will fit on a printed copy.
Associated Report: Voter’s Dist Do Not Match Prec Split Dist w/ Add
11qryVIPSDistrictComparison (2)

This query does the same as above but does not contain address information and may be printable if landscape view is chosen.

Associated Report: Voter’s Districts Do Not Match Precinct Split Districts
12qryVIPSComparisonfromBlockRange (2)

This query selects voters who are not currently cancelled and compares the Precinct Split on the voter’s record with the Precinct Split that is defined on the block range that the voter is currently assigned to. Only shows voters that do not match.

Associated Report: Voter’s Prec Split Doesn’t Match the Block Range’s Prec Split
13qryBlockRangeWithMissingInfo (1)

This query selects Block Ranges that do not have complete information.  Shows block ranges with no low house number, or no high house number, or no street name, or no city name, or no postal code (zip code). Also selects no Precinct Split, or no odd even or both defined.

Associated Report: Block Ranges With Missing Information
14qryStreetBlockRangeListing (2)

This query selects Block Ranges with the same layout as the report Street Block Range Listing (0000-DST-005-C) with additional fields of Block Range ID and Zip Code (removed fields of usage and status)

Associated Report: Street Block Range Listing (landscape and portrait available)
15qryStreetBlockRangeListingbyCity (2)

This is the same as the above query but is sorted by city, then street name, then house number low.

Associated Report: Street Block Range Listing (landscape and portrait available)

16qryVICityComparisonfromBlockRange (2)

This query selects voters who are not currently cancelled and compares the City on the voter’s record with the City that is defined on the block range that the voter is currently assigned to. Only shows voters that do not match. Precinct Splits and zip codes have been included on this query for comparison as well.

Associated Report: Voter’s City Doesn’t Match the Block Range’s City

17qryVIZipComparisonfromBlockRange (2)

This query selects voters who are not currently cancelled and compares the Zip Code on the voter’s record with the Postal Code that is defined on the block range that the voter is currently assigned to. Only shows voters that do not match. Precinct Splits and zip codes have been included on this query for comparison as well.
Associated Report: Voter’s Zip Code Doesn’t Match the Block Range’s Zip Code

18qryContactsMailAddNoCSZ (1)

This query selects contacts and confirms if the contact record is missing the mailing address city, state, or zip code.  If any one of these fields doesn’t have an acceptable value it will show on this report.  If the contact record is linked to a voter’s record, it will also show the voter registration number.

Associated Report: Contact Mailing Address With No City, State, or Zip

19qryContactsResAddNoCSZ (1)

This query selects contacts and confirms if the contact record is missing the residential address city, state, or zip code.  If any one of these fields doesn’t have an acceptable value it will show on this report.  If the contact record is linked to a voter’s record, it will also show the voter registration number.

Associated Report: Contact Residential Address With No City, State, or Zip

20qryVIResAddNoCSZ (1)

This query selects voters who have a residential address that is missing the residential city, state, or zip code.  If any one of these fields is does not have an acceptable value it will show on this report.

Associated Report: Voters Residential Address With No City, State, or Zip

21qryVIMailAddNoCSZ (1)

This query selects voters who have a mailing address that is missing the mailing city, state, or zip code.  If any one of these fields is does not have an acceptable value it will show on this report.

Associated Report: Voters Mailing Address With No City, State, or Zip

22qryRedistVINoBlockRangeID (Redistricting Only)

This query shows voters found in the redistricting tables that have no associated block range ID.

Associated Report: Redistricted Voters With No Block Range ID

23qryRedistBlockRangeWithMissingInfo (Redistricting Only)

This query shows block ranges found in the redistricting tables that are missing a critical piece of information for that block range to be considered complete.  Ie zip code, precinct split, house number low, house number high, street name, city, etc.

Associated Report: Redistricted Block Ranges With Missing Information

24qryVIVotersNoValidPrecinctSplit (1)

This query shows voters who have a precinct split but the split is not found within tblPrecinctSplits as an active precinct split.  

Associated Report:

25qryBlockRangesInvalidPS (1)

This query shows block ranges (tblBlockRanges) that have a precinct split defined, but that does not exist in tblPrecinctSplits as an active precinct split.

Associated Report:

A26qryMktblVIHouseNumberNumeric 

This query creates the table tblVIHouseNumberNumeric which is modified through queries A27, A28, then reported on with A29 and A30.  Creates a physical table located in CountyCleanup.mdb that mirrors the current tblVoterInformation.

A27qryAlterTblVIHouseNumberNumeric

This query adds the field HouseNumberNumeric to the tblVIHouseNumberNumeric as an integer value.

A28qryAppendVIHouseNumberNumeric

This query copies the textual house # field from a voters record and inputs it into the corresponding field HouseNumberNumeric.  Changes value from text to int.  There is a good possibility where this original value is blank or contains alpha characters this value cannot be converted correctly.

A29qryVIBlockRangeInvalidCriteria

This query compares the voter’s integer value for house number (field HouseNumberNumeric) to the attached block range (using the blockrangeid) to confirm if the value falls between the housenumberlow and housenumberhigh values specified on the block range.  This query also analyzes the integer value of the house number to indicate whether this is an odd or even value, then compares this to the OEB field specified for the attached block range.  This query will show voters who are currently attached to a block range that no longer meet the criteria (range or OEB) for that block range.

Associated Report: A29Voters Attached to an Incorrect Block Range
A30qryVIBlockRangeStreetMismatch

This query compares a voter’s full street name to the combined street name used on the block range that voter is attached to.  If these values do not match the voter’s record will be shown. (ie Full Street Name is “North Main Street”, value on block range “N Main Street”)

Associated Report: A30qryVIBlockRangeStreetMismatch
